Jambalaya Cook-off Rules
1. Registration fee is only $50.  The deadline is October 1, 2026.  Please make the out check to Queen of Pink and send it with the registration form or you can use PayPal queenofpink2006@aol.com and use friends and family. Post in the comment for the Jambalaya cook-off and mail the registration form.
2. The cook-off site will open at 7 a.m. for registration and setup. A mandatory team meeting with cook-off officials will be at 7:15 a.m. to review the rules. The competition jambalaya cook-off begins at 7:30 a.m. Teams will begin serving jambalaya to the judges at 11am, so don’t be late. 
3. Teams will be assigned a 10’ x 10’ preparation area. Please move vehicles to parking area after you unload, so that we have room for all teams.
 4. All teams must consist of two to four people.  You will receive 4 bracelets for your team. If you choose to have more, it is a $10 fee per each additional team member.
5. Teams must provide all the cooking and cleaning supplies including water for cooking, serving utensils, tents, tables, chairs, fire extinguishers etc., just as if you were tailgating.
6. No jambalaya can be pre-cooked before the competition. All meat must be cooked on-site.  Ingredients can be precut and seasoned.  Rice can be cooked off-site; no electrical outlets are available. All teams will keep their areas clean and sanitary. Bring garbage bags, etc. for good housekeeping and soap and water to help keep the areas as clean as possible. Please keep jambalaya tightly covered when not serving. 
7. All ingredients must come from approved food sources, so it’s safe for public consumption (No roadkill). 
8. Teams are encouraged, urged, and otherwise motivated to decorate their area and themselves. The best decorated and costumed team will win a plaque. Business giveaways are allowed for marketing to promote your business. 
9. Each contestant will be assigned a contestant number by the chief scorekeeper and given a container with a lid for their jambalaya. An official of the cook-off will deliver the jambalaya entries to the judges for a blind taste test. 
10. Judges will announce the Queen of Pink Cook-off winner at Noon. The winning team will be presented with a plaque. The decision of the judges is final. 
11. Each team will donate its jambalaya to the Queen of Pink Jambalaya Cook-off for consumption and sale that day. Each team is expected to dispense their jambalaya to the public at 11:30 a.m. Bowls, spoons, napkins, and tickets will be provided by Queen of Pink Jambalaya Cook-off chairperson. 
12. Each team needs a container for People’s Choice tickets. The public will select the People’s Choice Award. The public will each be given a ticket to give to their favorite jambalaya and/or team. The team with the most tickets wins a plaque. It’s up to you to encourage them to try your jambalaya and cast their vote for you. The more jambalaya you have, the more votes you can get.
